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So, my GOBA journey started in 1996 with my oldest Daugh-
ter, Lindsey, then age 7-7/8. I remember parking at the 
Richland Co Fairgrounds parking lot heading off on a week-
long Bike trip. Lindsey on her 24 inch wheel Ross bike with 
stem mounted shifters and triple chainrings. I had previously 
ridden RAGBRAI in 1984-85 so I was well aware of the format 
for the week. Throw your camping gear and clothes for the 
week onto a semi-trailer and chase it across the state with a 
goal of having as much fun as possible. 

I missed the 1999 GOBA due to left hip replacement surgery 
and then there was no ride in 2020 due to the COVID out-
break. So, this years’ event was my #28 successfully com-
pleted GOBA.  

The GOBA 36 event started in Bowling Green, OH Fair-
grounds this year with only two other cities as overnight 
stays, Port Clinton and Fremont. This new “three city for-
mat” has just taken shape since the 2023. Surveys submitted 
showed that many of the faithful GOBA riders preferred less 
moving of the tent camp would be better. This allows for 
“loop rides” to/from the same camp allowing to ride every 
day or just relax and explore the local areas to fill out the 
seven days. Choices, options, how to spend your week? The 
Host city for the start of the event now has a Saturday pre-
GOBA event that supports a local non-profit group. This 
change allows for yet an eight day riding option, named GO-
BA+1. Included with our registration this year were $20 GO-
BA Dollars (coupons) to use in BG for meals. 

This year Lindsey and I were joined by our “GOBA family” 
ranging from an additional 5-8 friends that were there for 
the week or just a daily ride. Single or multi day rider op-
tions are now available as well if unable to commit to a full 
week. There were 807 paid riders this year. 

The Sunday route was along the Maumee River with lunch in 
Grand Rapids. The local attractions were the Issac Ludwig 
Mill and covered bridges along the way. Options of 39 or 51 
miles.  

On Monday we pedaled off to Port Clinton, the longest route 
of 54 miles with no short options. The lunch stop was at the 
Schedel Arboretum & Gardens. The last twelve miles was 
into a nasty headwind. I was thankful for the pedal assist on 
my Ebike. We set up camp at the PC High School campus and 
headed downtown using the shuttle busses to a live music / 
beverages event at the Art Garage. If you get into PC stop 
and check this place out. Local Artists have set up shop here 
with many of their offerings for sale. Tuesday, we rode the 
Marblehead loop of 44 miles (21 and 35 mile options). The 
lunch stop was at the Lakeside Community right on Lake 
Erie. While GOBA Wednesdays still offer a 100 mile 
“Century” loop ride there was a 50 mile option as well. We 
chose to park the bikes and take the Jet Express ferry to Put
-In-Bay for the day. There was a severe storm warning post-
ed after we got back in camp. Shortly thereafter we were 
evacuated into a school building briefly for our safety. On 
Thursday we headed south and west into headwinds all the 
way to Fremont. The local attractions included a Winery 
stop at mile 47. We camped at the Terra-Tech college cam-
pus, just a few miles outside of Fremont. Our dinner that 
night was a GOBA provided BBQ at the Rutherford B Hayes 
Museum and grounds. Live music and beverages made for an 
enjoyable night for all. Bone Boys BBQ served up the all you 
could eat meal. Friday was a loop ride to Tiffin for lunch 
with 39 or 52 miles both were windy options. Dinner was 

again provided by GOBA at the camp provi- 
ed by Students of the Food Service program 
at Terra Tech. We were served chicken  
legs, brats, salads, cookies, as much as you 
could eat. Dinner was followed by the GOBA  
Talent Show. Many of the rider’s plan early 
to show off their talents in singing and musical skits with a 
GOBAville theme. It was then back to BG on Saturday with 
another windy 45 miles. On-site showers allowed for a quick 
clean up before we said our good-byes. 

It was a great week for me, no mechanicals, flats, etc. a 
few of our group got caught with tire and shifting issues that 
really weren’t a “breakdown” however could have been 
handled prior with a good pre check before starting. Re-
member your bike is the most important thing in GOBA prep-
aration. Baers Wheels out of Columbus provided on site re-
pairs and on the route service as well. I counted up to four 
GOBA Sag Vehicles patrolling the routes providing assistance 
and setting up water stops in the last miles of the day.  

Since having had major back surgery in 2020 I now use a 
premium camp service, Knight’s Kingdom, to haul my tent, 
folding cot, and gear. This affords me, minimal heavy lift-
ing, a designated camp area close to the Shower Truck and 
other amenities. They also provide tent rental-setup/pack 
up service, chair and towel service. This service can be in-
cluded and paid for at registration. 

During the week I was able to catch up with SCBC friends in 
camp; Jack and Brenda Lewis now living in Charlevoix, MI 
and day rider Thom Spellman at the Lakeside Hotel. 

Another item that needs to be shared is how the electricity 
needs of the rider group are now handled on GOBA. An en-
closed utility trailer has been retrofitted to a “power hub” 
for all electronic recharging needs. One can plug in their 
phone, battery “brick”, Garmin, rechargeable front and rear 
lights, etc. inside this trailer. Power ports are available out-
side of the trailer for charging Ebikes and Ebike batteries. 
There is also a designated camping area with power for 
those that use a 110v CPAP machine. I used a brick to re-
charge my devices and then recharged the brick as needed. 
My Ebike charges at about 30% per hour, so I needed around 
3 hours to charge up. I did not hear of any negative issues 
with this format; in fact, most were delighted to have this 
resource available. 

I do believe that Outdoor Pursuits (formerly Columbus Out-
door Pursuits) has done a great job “rebounding” from fi-
nancial misery during COVID and has resumed in providing a 
great GOBA bicycle tour. Outdoor Pursuits has reformatted 
TOSRV into a May “festival tour”, now set up out of Chillico-
the with loop rides and food, entertainment, and more. This 
October there will be a similar festival tour formatr located 
in Ariel Park in Mt. Vernon. I know that many of you readers 
have completed tours through Outdoor Pursuits in the years 
past and may be up for yet another Ohio Bike Adventure in 
the future.

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CLASS A - Fast pace (over 19mph). An A rider is in excellent condition, can maintain a 19 mph pace for extended periods, and 

 can complete a century (100 miles), even in adverse conditions of weather, traffic and terrain, in under 7 hours. 

CLASS B - Moderately fast pace (15 -19 mph). A B rider is a strong rider, feels comfortable sharing the road with traffic, and can 

 complete a century (100 miles) in under 8 hours. 

CLASS C - Moderate pace (10 -14 mph). A C rider is a competent rider, in good conditions, can handle most traffic conditions, 

 and can complete a 50 mile ride in under 6 hours. 

CLASS D - Slow pace (5—9 mph). A D rider is a steady rider who may not feel comfortable in traffic and does not wish to attempt 

 rides in excess of 20 miles. Should be able to complete a 20 mile ride in 3 hours 

CLASS O - Open pace. Class O is given to a ride on which riders, including the ride leader, will be riding at whatever pace they 

 choose. 

CLASS MTB - Trail rides which may require technical ability or special bikes. These trails may have obstacles such as rocks, 

 mud, logs or stream crossings.  

CLASS NR - New Rider. Class NR is given to a ride specifically intended for new riders, who may be new to group riding. The ride 

 leader will attempt to communicate “rules of the road” and will always stay with the slowest rider. Everyone is encour

 aged to ride together at the pace determined by those participating.  

CLASS TRL - Rides which are entirely on trails or bike paths. They may be paved or hard packed  

TOURIST CLASS - A special designation given to C and D rides which are designed to appeals to those who don’t mind riding 

 long distances, but who also like to take their time and stop to see places of interest along the way. These rides will 

 generally have a destination of special interest where time will be taken to explore, investigate and enjoy the sights. 

 All riders will be encouraged to ride together in a group with the ride leader. 

SCBC RIDE GUIDLINES 
HELMETS ARE REQUIRED ON ALL CLUB RIDES AND INVITATIONALS 

 
Participants under the age of 18 must be accompanied by a parent or other adult supervisor on all rides and at all Club activities.

How Much Air Pollution Is Prevented When Commuting by Bicycle?  

10 mile round trip commute 5 days a week for a year (2600 miles annually) 

Small car  35 mpg  68 gallons of gas  .7 Tons of CO2 
Midsize car  20 mpg  124 gallons of gas  1.3 Tons of CO2 
SUV or 4x4  14 mpg  170 gallons of gas  1.9 Tons of CO2 
 
And those are just the pollutants from fuel use. From the foam and plastic in its seats to the petroleum in its tires, each car is a 
small pollution factory. Several tons of waste and 1.2 billion cubic yards of polluted air are generated in its manufacture alone! 
In 2008 the US produced 1.6 million billion metric tons of waste mining ore for automotive production. In the US each year, 
painting and coating cars produces 40 million pounds of air releases and 24 million pounds of hazardous wastes. 
 
During its lifetime, on the road, each car produces another 1.3 billion cubic yards of polluted air and scatters an additional 40 
pounds of worn tire particles, brake debris and worn road surface into the atmosphere. 
 
Bicycling significantly reduces transportation emissions while also reducing traffic congestion and the need for petroleum. The 
total number of pounds of pollutants, (comprised of hydrocarbons, carbon monoxide, nitrogen oxides and carbon dioxide), emit-
ted per year is 12,140.30 lbs/year (or 0.97 lbs/mile) for passenger cars and 17,025.80 lbs/year (or 1.21 lbs/mile) for light trucks.
